Text Based:  This is the design style preferred by the big league. Fortune 500 companies prefer the text based logo design. It feels clean and strong and the design can last a lifetime. Easy to remember. Not based on fads and fashions. Designed well a text based logo design usually consists of more than just a standard everyday font. The font would normally be rare and something would usually be done by the designer to make the logo intelligent and memorable. Often subtle. Very easy to brand and low cost to print.  This incorporates your company name into the logo itself (e.g. Ford, IBM, Microsoft)
